


IN 2021, ATHENS-CLARKE COUNTY, GA HAD A POPULATION OF 214K PEOPLE
WITH A MEDIAN AGE OF 32.8 AND A MEDIAN HOUSEHOLD INCOME OF $52,958.
BETWEEN 2020 AND 2021 THE POPULATION OF ATHENS-CLARKE COUNTY, GA GREW
FROM 210,810 TO 213,886, A 1.46% INCREASE AND ITS MEDIAN HOUSEHOLD INCOME
GREW FROM $49,503 TO $52,958, A 6.98% INCREASE.
THE 5 LARGEST ETHNIC GROUPS IN ATHENS-CLARKE COUNTY, GA ARE WHITE (NON-HISPANIC)
(65.2%), BLACK OR AFRICAN AMERICAN (NON-HISPANIC) (19.6%), WHITE (HISPANIC) (4.65%),(65.2%), BLACK OR AFRICAN AMERICAN (NON-HISPANIC) (19.6%), WHITE (HISPANIC) (4.65%),
ASIAN (NON-HISPANIC) (3.28%), AND TWO+ (NON-HISPANIC) (2.71%). NONE OF THE HOUSEHOLDS
IN ATHENS-CLARKE COUNTY, GA REPORTED SPEAKING A NON-ENGLISH LANGUAGE AT HOME AS
THEIR PRIMARY SHARED LANGUAGE. THIS DOES NOT CONSIDER THE POTENTIAL MULTI-LINGUAL NATURE
OF HOUSEHOLDS, BUT ONLY THE PRIMARY SELF-REPORTED LANGUAGE SPOKEN BY ALL MEMBERS
OF THE HOUSEHOLD. 95.6% OF THE RESIDENTS IN ATHENS-CLARKE COUNTY, GA ARE U.S. CITIZENS.
THE LARGEST UNIVERSITIES IN ATHENS-CLARKE COUNTY, GA ARE UNIVERSITY OF GEORGIA
(13,166 DEGREES AWARDED IN 2021), ATHENS TECHNICAL COLLEGE (2,063 DEGREES), AND(13,166 DEGREES AWARDED IN 2021), ATHENS TECHNICAL COLLEGE (2,063 DEGREES), AND
GEORGIA INSTITUTE OF COSMETOLOGY (140 DEGREES).
IN 2021, THE MEDIAN PROPERTY VALUE IN ATHENS-CLARKE COUNTY, GA WAS $211,500, AND
THE HOMEOWNERSHIP RATE WAS 54.9%. MOST PEOPLE IN ATHENS-CLARKE COUNTY, GA DROVE ALONE
TO WORK, AND THE AVERAGE COMMUTE TIME WAS 23.2 MINUTES. THE AVERAGE CAR OWNERSHIP IN
ATHENS-CLARKE COUNTY, GA WAS 2 CARS PER HOUSEHOLD.ATHENS-CLARKE COUNTY, GA
BORDERS ATLANTA-SANDY SPRINGS-ROSWELL, GA AND JEFFERSON, GA.
