Home to a solid and stable business base, Albemarle County boasts a range of thriving businesses that
support a vibrant local economy. Albemarle recognizes and celebrates the importance of local food and
homegrown entrepreneurship, creating an innovative and diverse business community. Unemployment
rates in the county are consistently lower than state and national averages and, with almost 50% of
Albemarle County residents possessing a Bachelor’s degree or higher, the qualifications and skill levels
of our workforce are unparalleled.

The Code of Virginia provides that each county be governed
by a board of supervisors, which is elected by qualified voters.
The Board of Supervisors of Albemarle County is comprised of
six members from each magisterial district. Supervisors are
elected to four-year terms, which are staggered at two-year
intervals. The election of supervisors is held as a part of the
State general election in November of odd numbered years.

Dog Licenses:

. All dogs in Albemarle County Must have a dog license after their first rabies shot. The license
must be displayed on the dog collar at all times. In order to obtain a dog license, you will need to
bring the rabies certificate from the veterinarian indication the expiration date. This form must
be brought each year to purchase a license. You may purchase dog licenses at the Albemarle
county office Building, 401 Mclintire Road.
