Pensacola Children’s Chorus Receives $7,700 Grant from Truist Foundation
 
Pensacola, Fla. – March 23, 2021 – The Pensacola Children’s Chorus (PCC) has received a $7,700 grant from Truist Foundation to support eSing, an innovative online music education program.
“A child’s ability to thrive is often determined by the opportunities available to them,” says Alex Gartner, artistic and executive director of the Pensacola Children’s Chorus. Through the generosity of the Truist Foundation, PCC has been able to obtain the necessary AV equipment and subscriptions to support the new online learning program, eSing. “Despite being socially distant, these technology upgrades have afforded PCC the ability to provide a fun and engaging at-home musical experience where children feel connected with one another as they build their musical and social skills,” says Gartner.
eSing members engage in weekly online rehearsals complete with personalized check-ins and perform via professional-quality digital choir projects. PCC premiered the inaugural virtual performance project in December 2020 with Carol of the Bells during Christmas on the Coast. For the center season performance of One World, Many Voices, singers had the opportunity to perform live in the finale alongside their in-person counterparts. eSingers logged in via Zoom, while in-person students held up iPads to display their virtual pals at the Saenger Theatre in front of a live audience. For the first time in a year, virtual students were able to experience a live event and raise their voices with those of our in-person students.
“We believe all children should have access to a high-quality education,” said Tom Owens, Pensacola market president at Truist on behalf of Truist Foundation. “We’re pleased to support Pensacola Children’s Chorus in their efforts to expand music education to children through digital technology.”
Through eSing, the Pensacola Children’s Chorus will equip singers with the tools and skills necessary to navigate an increasingly complex social and emotional landscape.
