The art auction will feature work 

from local artists Joe Hobbs, Jaime Shevat, Dillweed’s Custom Wood and more.

The live event will be produced by Pensacola Artists Live and will be streamed on Facebook on the

Gallery Night Pensacola page. The show is free to watch and viewers are invited to bid on art items

and donate to the performing artist.
