Local first responders raise 30,750 healthy meals during 2023 Donut Strike for Manna

Pensacola, FL (June 27, 2023) — Local law enforcement and fire departments teamed up again to fight hunger. During
the 2023 Donut Strike for Manna, eight agencies across Escambia and Santa Rosa counties collected food and funds,
raising the equivalent of 30,750 healthy meals for hungry neighbors in need served by Manna Food Bank. This year’s
event brings first responders’ total contributions since 2017 to more than 160,000 healthy meals for children and
families in need!

Pen Air Federal Credit Union generously supported the Donut Strike once again by kicking off the three-day event
with a $10,000 contribution to Manna in support of first responders’ efforts.

Participating agencies include the Escambia County Fire Rescue, Escambia County Sheriff’s Office, Gulf Breeze Fire
Rescue, Gulf Breeze Police Department, Midway Fire District, Pace Fire Rescue District, Pensacola Fire Department,
and Pensacola Police Department.

Flounlacker, Executive Director of Manna. “Families are struggling to make ends meet this summer. Our first
responders have generously answered the call to impact change for their neighbors in need.”
