NORTH DAKOTA HIGHWAY PATROL PERMITS OFFICE

ANNUAL PERMITS
Annual Permit Changes - If you purchased annual permits
between May 21-2019 and May 20, 2019 please log into the
permit system and reprint your permit. The expiration date has
been updated to be valid for 365 days. This change was made
with the passage of Senate Bill 2151.

HARVEST PERMITS

The 10% Harvest Permit will start on July 15, 2019. This is
valid when hauling grain from field to first point of storage or
first point of storage (current year’s crop) to point of sale. It is
valid for State and US Highways. The cost is $50 for 30 days. It
allows for 10% over axles, gross or registered weight, whichever
is the least. Max weight allowed is 105,500. Permits can be
purchased starting July 8, 2019 at: https://apps.nd.gov/ndhp/
epermits/login.htm

WSI NEWS

WORKERS COMPENSATION RATES TO BE REDUCED
ON AVERAGE BY 8.5% FOR 2019-20

WSI’'s consulting actuaries completed the WSI 2019-20
annual premium rate review. The 2019/20 indications were
for a statewide average rate decrease of 8.5 percent. The WSI
Board recommended the actuarial recommendation and that
recommendation was approved by the Governor.

All premiums for the 2019/20 reporting period will be
calculated using a payroll wage cap of $36,400 which has
increased from $35,500 per covered worker for the 2018/19
reporting period. The net effect of the 8.5 percent average
statewide rate decrease combined with the change in the
payroll cap will result in an average statewide premium
decrease of approximately 7.1 percent.

Proposed rate changes for individual rate classifications
vary, ranging anywhere from a decrease of 23.5 percent to an
increase of 6.5 percent. Under this proposal, rates for 113 rate
classifications will be decreased, rates for 22 classifications
will be increased and rates for 6 rate classifications will remain
the same.

WSI DECLARES 50% DIVIDEND FOR 2019-20 POLI-
CY YEAR

During the June 2019 WSI Board meeting, the Board of
Directors made a recommendation to issue a 50% premium
dividend credit to policyholders. This recommendation is
pending approval by the Governor.

The dividend credit will be applied against policyholders
renewing during the FY 2019-20, who are in good standing
with the agency and are not minimum premium accounts. The
credit will reflect 50% of the prior year’s premium less safety
discounts, ensuring no account total is less than $250 after the
dividend credit is applied.

Favorable investment returns contributed to increased
surplus growth resulting in the fund exceeding statutory surplus
requirements. When surplus requirements are exceeded,
dividends are required.

Including this recent dividend, total dividends issued in
14 out of the last 15 years will amount to approximately $1.4
billion. This includes the estimated $118 million dividend for
the 2019-20 policy year.

2019 CHAMPIONSHIPS
WINNERS NAMED IN 2079 TRUCK

DRIVING CHAMPIONSHIP

North Dakota’s top drivers gathered at the North Dakota State
School of Science Skills and Technology Center in Fargo June 1 for
the 28th annual North Dakota Truck Driving Championship (TDC)
hosted by the North Dakota Motor Carriers Association (NDMCA).

Mark Wolter, NDMCA board member, and past president has
been a volunteer for the event since its inception and has served
as the TDC chairperson for a decade. He said the event went
great with beautiful weather and a great turn out of drivers and
industry participation.

Mike Gerhart, NDMCA Executive Vice President said, “The
championship encourages professional truck drivers to practice
safe driving throughout the year because they must be accident-
free for the past year to compete. Many competitors have never
been in an accident and others have millions of accident-free
driving miles to their credit.”

This year’s event drew almost 50 competitors, 15 of whom
were competing for the first time. Each competitor picks one of
nine categories in which to participate, ranging from a step van
to twin trailers. Each competitor is given a written test, a pre-trip
examination test, and a driving test. A perfect score in all three
categories earns the competitor 500 points.

The driving course was made up of six driving problems: a right
turn measured at the front steering tire, a front stop, diminishing
cones, a rear stop, a right turn measured at the rear tire, and a
scale stop measured at the rear drive axle.

This year the NDMCA paid special tribute to Daniel Bartelson,
a former competitor who died unexpectedly in February. One of
Bartelson’s greatest accomplishments was competing in the
North Dakota Truck Driving Competition for XPO Logistics and
competing in the National TDC a total of five times. He drove more
than 2.5 million safe driving miles during his career. “Bartelson
represented a fine example to the entire trucking industry and the
public in his commitment to safety over the years,” says Gerhart.

With the top combination score, FedEx driver Scott Meyers
took home the title of TDC Grand Champion for the second time
with an overall score of 433 out of 500. Meyers competed for
the 15th time this year, and this will be the fifth time he has
advanced to the national competition.

Hailing from Fargo, Meyers competed in the tank truck division. He
has driven truck professionally for the past 34 years and has been
with FedEx Freight for 22 years. He has accumulated more than 2.3
million safe-driving miles and received a 20-year safe driving award
from FedEx. Meyers’ father-in-law owned his own truck, and riding

along with him is what got Meyers started in the industry. He and his
wife, Lois, have three children, Dan, Mike, and Jess.

Meyers says having multiple former state champions
as coworkers at FedEx Freight helped him prepare for the
competition. He, his coworkers and some friends set up practice
courses and found other ways to prepare. “We set up some mock
pre-trips, watched each other and gave one another tips on how
to do things differently,” says Meyers. “We texted each other
questions and helped each other out.”

Meyers says the competition makes him a better driver. “TDC
keeps me informed on changes in the industry,” he says. “It helps
you learn a lot about the trucking industry that you normally
would not know.”

This year’s TDC Rookie of the Year and the first female to win
the five-axle sleeper is Julie Hjelle with Altendorf Trucking. Hjelle
has been in the industry for 25 years and has been with Altendorf
for the past 12 years.

“At five years old, | rode to the livestock auction in West Fargo,
N.D., with my grandpa when he hauled a load of hogs on a
straight truck,” says Hjelle. “The first book | remember learning
to read was ‘Big Joe’s Trailer Truck’ by Joe Mathieu. | always
liked trucks and admired truck drivers.” At age 23 after joining a
friend pulling a reefer to Edmonton, Alberta, Hjelle registered for
truck driving school.

Although Hjelle only received the book 17 days prior to the
competition, what she had the most difficulty with was airing
the seat. “I couldn’t get it adjusted; it was either all the way
up and my feet were inches from the pedals, or it was all the
way down and | couldn’t see over the steering wheel or dash,”
says Hjelle. “Finally, with some help from a volunteer, we got it
figured out. | was beginning to panic and wondered if I'd be the
only driver who ever scored zero points because of an inability
to even start!”

Hjelle’s favorite part of the competition was the camaraderie
between drivers. She recommends future competitors start
practicing, researching and studying with plenty of time before
the competition and to ask questions, listen to and learn from the
other competitors.

The champions in each class move on to the National Truck
Driving Championship Aug. 14-17 in Pittsburgh, Pa., where they
will represent North Dakota. The last time a North Dakota driver
won a national championship came in 2004 when Randy Anton
was crowned.
