“Archie,” a special installation in the Greater Meredith
Sculpture Walk, was designed and created in bronze
by sculptor Valery Mahuchy. The sculpture honors
Meredith resident Bob Montana, who created the iconic
comic character. The lifesize sculpture is the perfect
spot for family photos and selfies with Archie.

In the 1800s Meredith was a prosperous mill town. The 
natural strong water flow from Lake Waukewan to Lake
Winnipesaukee had been harnessed into an underground
canal as a power source for the mills. Amazingly, this 40 foot
waterfall was enclosed within a linen mill until the 1980s.
Visionaries set out to preserve the charm and showcase the
industrial history of Meredith, rehabilitating the deteriorating
mill and uncovering the waterfall as a centerpiece to what is
now Mill Falls Marketplace. The complex features unique
shops, distinctive dining, brick walkways, flower gardens, lake
views, special events and nearby lodging.
