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Dear Community Stakeholder,

Our local economy was deeply impacted when the first positive case of COVID-19 was identified in
Eagle County back in March of 2020. We have rebounded and by most measures have turned the
corner, yet there is still work to be done. Tourism accounts for nearly half of all jobs in Eagle County,
and although the tourism dollars have largely returned we still have a long road ahead to full and
complete economic recovery. We have the opportunity to leverage our community brand and assets
to take advantage of the remote-work trend and the quality of life in Eagle County to welcome

our second homeowner community to spend more time (and money) here, thus supporting our
community and our businesses.

Thirty-eight percent of local housing units are vacant vacation homes that can be occupied. By
working together to invite our second-home owners to live in Eagle County, we help rebuild our
economy, support our businesses, and protect our way of life.
