The Citrus County Cham-
ber of Commerce offers a
grant program for busi-
nesses that furloughed em-
ployees due to COVID-19
and have since rehired
them.

To qualify for full funding,
the business must have fur-
loughed an employee for a
minimum of two months be-
fore rehiring and steadily
employing for a minimum of
90 days.

$2,000 per rehired full-time
equivalent employee. All
local businesses are
eligible.
