Important Update on School Choice Bills

 Dear Fellow Advocates,

 Florida PTA is reaching out to all of you to prepare to take action to oppose HB 1 and
SB 202, two bills with the potential to create separate and very unequal systems of K-12
education in Florida. Expect an imminent “take action alert.”

BACKGROUND: Both HB 1 (School Choice) and SB 202 (K-12 Education) are bills
written to provide state funding in the form of Education Savings Accounts to all
Florida K-12 students, regardless of educational provider or family income. These
bills have been speeding through legislative committees over the past month: HB 1 may
be heard in its final committee and SB 202 in its second of three committees as early as
March 8. While the bills differ somewhat from each other, and both diverge from a school
choice proposal by the Governor, one constant remains: these bills have the potential
through shifts in education funding to drastically impact, and perhaps cripple,
public schools.

WHAT FLORIDA PTA HAS DONE TO DATE: Over the past month members of the
Legislation Committee have been working to educate legislators, many of whom are new,
and to propose bill amendments. We have taken pains to explain the rich school choice
environment that already exists in Florida and reiterated that no child in Florida is
“trapped” in a zoned school. We have stressed the importance of closing the wide
accountability gaps that hold private schools serving state scholarship students to
different academic and financial standards than public and charter schools.
